Yet God 

continues to put up with the people, pinning his hopes on the next generation. Though not perfect, the second 

generation emerges in the book of Numbers as a formidable nation.

St. Michael Mortgage Pay-off 
How great is our God? He is great! He can do all things, 
and we can do all things through him! This was the hope 
and prayer of our church ten years ago, and today it 
remains the same.  
 

In 2007, the church leadership discussed the challenges 
of our facility. To address those needs, the church council 
set up both a planning committee and a building 
committee in early 2008. In the following two years, St. 
Michael had 13 congregational meetings, a capital 
campaign readiness assessment and a building survey. 
Four themes emerged from the process. 
 
1) Transparency: The committees communicated with 

the congregation openly and constantly. 

2) Unity: St. Michael recognized early on that not 
everyone would agree about everything, but that 
any conflict would not get in the way of our overall 
unity as brothers and sisters in Christ. Pastor Matt 
Switzer shared Psalm 133 at the first voter meeting, 
“How good and pleasant it is when brothers live 
together in unity!” 

3) Mission: GPS–Growing disciples who Proclaim the 
gospel and Serve the community. The committees 
focused on how the new facility could grow disciples 
and serve others. 

4) Stewardship: Former congregation president Craig 
Patterson noted that he “witnessed many 
extraordinary acts of stewardship in terms of time, 
talent and treasure.”  

 
By the fall of 2009, over 250 members of the 
congregation attended numerous focus group meetings 
and completed questionnaires to determine their 
readiness to support a capital campaign. In January 2010, 
our church kicked off “Equipping Disciples…A Capital 
Campaign for Growth.”  
 

Three years and $3.3 million later, St. Michael was 
blessed with a larger sanctuary, a new gym, a large lobby 
for fellowship, expanded parking, and additional offices, 
restrooms and storage. After the initial capital campaign 
concluded in 2015, we financed a mortgage loan for 
$750,000.  Through even more extraordinary acts of 
stewardship, we are blessed to say the church is now 
mortgage free! 
 

God is indeed great, and he has done amazing things at 
St. Michael. As we face new growth challenges in the 
coming years, we have faith that our Lord will provide for 
the needs of his people! It is our mission to Connect 
People To Jesus!
